David Taussig & Associates, Inc. ("DTA") has prepared this memorandum to discussthetermination
of the special tax levy for Capistrano Unified School District CFD No. 94-1.

The Rate and Method of Apportionment (“RMA”) for CFD No. 94-1 states that: “No Specia Tax
shall be levied or collected after the earlier of Fiscal Y ear 2030-2031 or the date that al bonds of
CFD No. 88-1 are retired.”

Asyou areaware, thefinal debt service payment due on the CFD No. 88-1 1996 Bondsis scheduled
to be made on September 1, 2014. Therefore, September 1, 2014 is the date that all bonds of CFD
No. 88-1 are expected to beretired, and no special taxeswill beleviedin CFD No. 88-1inFY 2014-
2015 or any year thereafter. Therefore, no special taxesshall belevied in CFD No. 94-1 commencing
in FY 2014-2015.

In addition, it is expected that the Board of Trustees of the School District, upon receipt of
documentation evidencing the final maturity of the CFD No. 88-1 1996 Bonds from the Fiscal
Agent, will direct the execution and recording of a Notice of Cancellation of Special Taxes on al
non-delinquent parcel s subject to the CFD No. 94-1 special tax lien. Such notice would permanently
cease the annual specia tax levy on non-delinquent property within CFD No. 94-1.

A summary al remaining specia taxes that are delinquent as of July 30, 2014 is shown below. A
detailed summary by parcel number isincluded as Exhibit A.
